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FOUNDATION VOTE RESULTS 

 
At the 2005 state convention, the Lions of Illinois endorsed the restructure of their Lions  
of Illinois Foundation Board of Trustees, thereby creating significant new leadership 
opportunities to all of the Lions of this state.  Commencing with the District 
conventions for fiscal year 2005/2006, each District will elect one Trustee every 
year for two-year terms not to exceed two consecutive terms (no change in term 
length).  The qualifications for those wishing to run for District Trustee have not 
changed.  They remain: 
 

1. Be an active member in good standing of a Lions Club in good standing in his/her District; and 
2. Have served 

(A) as President or Secretary of a Lions Club for a full term or major portion thereof, or as a 
member of the Boards of Directors of a Lions Club for no less than three (3) years, and 

(B) as a member of a District Cabinet for a full term or major portion thereof; and 
3. Not have served as a District Governor for more than one (1) month of the fiscal year of the 

Foundation during which such nominations are being considered. 
4. No Trustee shall hold any other District, Multiple District 1, Lions Clubs International Foundation, 

or Lions Clubs International office. 
 
Note: There is no requirement in the Foundation Bylaws that a Trustee (candidate) by a Past District 
Governor (PDG). 
 
The Bylaws will now provide commencing July 1, 2006, that all Governors will constitute an Advisory 
Committee with three (3) being designated to attend each Foundation Board meeting. 
 
It is important to understand that the Board of Trustees (including the 2005/2006 Council) will be developing 
the requisite Board Policy changes necessitated by the Bylaws revision to facilitate an orderly transition.
