Birdies for Charity Head Bird

The Birdies for Charity for 2004 campaign was concluded on July 11, 2004 with 1879 birdies shot by the
prosthat played. We had atota of $21.59 per birdies pledged and total cash donation of $8961.75, which
calculates to $49,539.36 total plus the bonus bucks, which will be provided by John Deere Health. The
overall total could be over $55,000 if all that pledged would pay the pledge and round up the total to an
even dollar value. Thetotal take for al the charities pledged was $1.3 Million.

Thanksto al the District Head Birds that worked so hard to get the pledges and hopefully will work just as
hard to make sure we collect the funds representing the funds pledged. The deadline to have the checks into
the John Deere Classic is Sept. 20, 2004 to qualify for the bonus bucks.

The 2005 campaign began at the LIF Golf Tourney at Gibson City on August 7, 2004 with a“Drive down
the Middle” contest. We received $0.83/birdie, which, if we use this years 1879 birdie count would be over
$1,500 in pledges. We will have an official kick-off in the near future to get a good head start on the 2005
campaign. Please consider doing this for your club, district, and, of course, individually.
